Radiological Experience

As Section Chief of Chest Radiology at Vanderbilt and as Consultant Radiologist to the
Brompton Hospital, I had extensive experience in chest radiology, and at the Brompton in cardiac
radiology.

Nashville General Hospital is a “city hospital” staffed by Vanderbilt University, except for
Radiology which our group had a private contract. There was a wide spectrum of often florid
disease in the patients who were treated there. Working there provided me with a broad
experience in General Radiology, CT, Ultrasound, Nuclear Medicine, Arteriography, and Special
Procedures. For most of my time there, the General had a very busy ER with a lot of major
trauma.

At Southern Tennessee Medical Center, [ gained a broad experience in MRI with a 1.5 Tesla
G.E. unit since September 1991. For the first six months, all of our studies were over-read by the
MRI radiologists at Vanderbilt University. The bulk of our work was comprised of CNS and
musculoskeletal studies. In addition, we had teleradiology for on-call , most of which was ER
work.

My present work at Vanderbilt is running a stand-alone Imaging Center for Vanderbilt
University.
